Webster is the first and only company to receive independent certification for recycled content polyethylene can liners from SCS – a leading, independent third party auditing and certification of environmental and sustainability claims firm. 
Webster achieved independent certification from SCS after going through a rigorous evaluation process.  Webster’s can liners achieved three distinct, independent certifications from Scientific Certification Systems (SCS) including:

· Recycled Content Certification: Webster’s can liners contain 75% recycled material, including a minimum of 10% post-consumer material.

· Environmentally Preferable Product (EPP) Certification: Webster’s can liners are certified to meet the purchasing guidelines established under GSA for Environmental Preferable Products.

· LEED Certification:  Webster’s can liners are certified for Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED).  By purchasing Webster’s can liners, companies can earn credits, or points, toward LEED certification - commonly known as “green building” certification.
Jack Shields, president of Webster Industries stated, “The success of our recycled content can liners has been tremendous as a growing number of customers are using their purchasing power to reflect their increased environmental commitment.  Through the SCS certification, our customers get an environmental benefit they can trust and the assurance that their purchase is truly reducing greenhouse gas emissions, reducing waste, and saving energy.  And, in addition to our ReClaim™ brand, we are pleased to offer our private label customers a quality recycled content product with the SCS logo confirming certification for recycled content, LEED credits, and environmental preferable product (EPP) attributes.”

Known by the Green Cross logo, SCS is the only recognized independent certification company verifying recycled content for can liners. Stan Rhodes, president and CEO of SCS stated, “Webster is setting the gold standard in terms of recycled content and product innovation with environmental attributes in the plastic can liner industry.  I applaud Webster’s proactive leadership to obtain SCS certification.  It is important for customers to know that the products they purchase truly have the environmental benefit being claimed.”
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Webster’s environmental leadership, and over 30 years of recycling expertise, allows the company to offer quality can liners with high recycled content that meet requirements for government purchasing and meet all legislative and regulatory requirements.  The Environmentally Preferable Product (EPP) certification assures purchasing officials that Webster’s products include a validated, measurable environmental benefit versus standard polyethylene can liners.
Webster’s recycled content can liners have experienced a surge in popularity and demand in 2007 due to awareness of the benefits of buying Webster’s recycled content products.  Webster recycles over 30 million pounds of polyethylene plastics every year.  Based on the US-Environmental Protection Agency calculating tool (Re-Con Tool), Webster’s history in manufacturing recycled content products provides the total equivalent environmental benefit of saving 188 million gallons of gasoline, taking 176,305 cars off the road, and reducing greenhouse gas emissions by 815,528 equivalent metric tons.
Webster Industries offset the carbon emissions associated with its’ participation in the ISSA trade show through purchasing Green-e certified offsets from NativeEnergy, an American Indian majority-owned entity focused on renewable energy projects.
